Minutes of January 19, 2010

Chairman Bill Henchey called the public meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
Bill H. asked Bill R. to give the Commission a summary of the outcomes of the previous week’s Selectboard meeting.  Bill R. said the Selectboard did not express any interest in creating new zoning around the village / town southern boundary along VT Route 100.  However, the Selectboard was supportive of the PC’s efforts to explore zoning opportunities around the airport.  While there were no other areas along the corridor the Selectboard was interested in the PC focusing on, the Selectboard did agree with the PC’s desire to try and maintain the corridor’s functional efficiency and rural character.  The Selectboard was also supportive of the PC’s desires to explore using land use tools to provide a possible area for a multi-use pathway.  Regarding the retail cap non-binding vote on Town Meeting Day, the Selectboard decided, and the PC reps present agreed, to table the vote; prior to which both boards would work on outreach and education of the whole community on the issue.  Bill R. noted there were other items on the PCs agenda that were not discussed that would be brought up at the Selectboard’s next meeting scheduled for January 25th.  The items noted were the following:
· Multi-Use Pathway

· Downtown Gateways

· LCPC’s Role

· LCPC’s Semi-Annual Report

Paul questioned why the PC doesn’t take more formal action on items.  Much of the meetings, and the meetings reflect, a great deal of discussion and, on occasion, decisions being made, but there isn’t a clear record on how those decisions are made.  A number of explanations were offered as to why the PC has evolved to have the process that it does.  Bill R. said he and Julia can let the PC know when they think a discussion or decision warrants formal action.  All welcomed these prompts.
Bill R. gave a brief overview of the information that had been requested and was still pending, which includes:

· Examples of zoning in other towns that have airports

· Examples of access management on other state highways

· Examples of other towns that have created gateways for their bypasses

Bill R. showed the PC the map LCPC created for the proposed Airport Business District.  After some discussion, the PC decided it wanted the eastern boundary to be moved west to the next parcel boundary and the western boundary to be moved east to the rear parcel boundaries of the properties fronting Cochran Road.  After some more discussion, the PC decided the proposed name of the district should be the Airport Business District.  The PC discussed the public outreach process, when it should happen and who should be invited.  The PC decided to wait to invite the landowners to a PC meeting until the PC has developed something for them to react to.  The PC identified which landowners would be invited to such a meeting and Bill R. said he would have LCPC put this information on the next iteration of the map.
Bill R. lead a discussion of the PC on possible Permitted and Conditional Uses for this new district by going through those uses for the existing Business Enterprise and Industrial Districts.  As a result, the following were the Conditional Uses the PC identified as potential uses for this new district:
· Business and Professional Offices

· Research and Development Facilities and Testing Labs

· Day Care Facilities?

· Light Industry

· Computer Services

· Structures Exceeding 35 feet in height

· Fences (see Section 425.2)

· Accessory Retail and Food Uses

· Data Processing and Telecommunication Services

· Wholesale Distribution of Goods

· Direct Sale of Goods Produced On-Site

· Food Services in no more than 25% of the developed indoor floor space

· Manufacturing

·  Warehousing
