Recreation Commission Minutes 

March 10, 2010

Board Members Present:  Lisa Barrett, Chris Ransom, and Tim Lybarger

Others Present: Imelda Turner and Tim Scandale, Recreation Coordinator.
The meeting began with an overview of the agenda. Imelda Turner and the LINK Program were added to the agenda

1.  LINK Program

Imelda Turner from the Lamoille County Family Center briefed the Commission on the Lamoille Interagency Network for Kids (LINK). LINK is an intervention program. She is the assistant coordinator of LINK.  A brochure of the program was given to members of the Commission. LINK helps teens find jobs and housing. It was noted that last year there were 10-15 teens in the local housing shelter. LINK also hosts the year round Teen Center and has a summer program. The Teen Center hosts 20-45 kids on Tuesday’s and Thursday’s 2:45-6:00 at the Congregational Church in Morrisville. Both the Teen Center and Summer Program receive federal funding. It was noted that funding is challenging, and that the summer program may not be able to run this year.  The budget for both the summer program and Teen Center is about $20,000.00; this is for about 100 kids. 

Imelda stated that she wants to partner with the Recreation Commission and Town. The Recreation Assets Inventory and Project Matrix were explained to her. It was noted that Imelda would like to be an advocate for the Teen Center and LINK. Within 2 weeks, she will set up a planning session with Tim Lybarger and Chris Ransom.

2. Volleyball Update

Tim Scandale gave an update of the adult volleyball that was just created. The first 2 sessions have gone well. Although there were only four people at the first session, 9 people showed up for the second session. 

3. Summer Recreation Program Update

Lisa Barrett gave an update on the Summer Recreation Program. It was noted that all returning staff members will have to reapply for their jobs. This year, the campers will spend one less afternoon at Lake Elmore (4 instead of 5). The Recreation Council is in the process of working with a variety of community organizations in order to revamp the program. It was noted that the council has applied for some grant funding and is currently getting ready for the summer. The possibility of having academic and gardening programs was mentioned.

4. Dinner Dance

It was noted that the anticipated Dinner and Dance has been postponed. Tim Scandale will work with the Morristown Soccer Club and Rita Angione to see if we can make this proposed fundraising event a reality. 

5. Morristown Spring Games

The Morristown Spring Games are scheduled for Saturday May 1 10:00-2:00 at Morristown Elementary School. It was noted that NOFA will be facilitating a pizza wagon for the Games. 

6. Project Matrix

The Project Matrix was reviewed. Results from the Wallkability Assessment were shared.  A section to document successes was added to the Matrix. It was noted that the skating rink was well used this year and that the volleyball program has started. 

7. Wellness Planning Concept

The concept of working with neighboring towns to create a wellness council was discussed. A Fit and Healthy meeting is scheduled for April 7 to begin this process.

8. Recreation Commission and Recreation Council

The idea of changing the name of the Commission and Council was discussed. 

The next meeting is scheduled for April 14 6:15-7:45.
