Meeting Minutes   3/9/10

In attendance:  Isaac Graham, Betsy Rich, Josh Lemieux, Rita Angione

Discussion:

Isaac spoke with Dan Lindley:

-Morrisville Lumber boundary is where their dirt lot meets the grass – no formal survey is necessary.

-The town will provide the site prep work but not electricity for building the structure.  We should be able to do some assembly off-site for the mini-pipe and then transport to the Oxbow.  Can use cordless tools and Justin Pittanaro may be able to provide a generator.

Discussion of zoning permit:  We already have a zoning permit that should cover the proposed slab and the mini-pipe structure.  Mark Leonard wrote us an email indicating this. Isaac will include these documents with the proposal.

Isaac provided the following estimates from AC Paving for a 20’x 50’ or 25’ x 40’ asphalt slab:


Asphalt:  $2,000


2 loads of crushed ledge:  $500.00


(We may want gravel under the mini-pipe also which is an additional cost)

The remainder of the funds will go toward the structure and street components (boxes, rail, etc.).  

Rita is meeting with Kenny Grimes at the Oxbow to get input on what needs to be done to get the site ready.

Isaac presented the current proposal and the committee voted to approve it and present it to the selectboard.  Isaac will set up a time to meet with the selectboard.  (THAT TIME IS SET FOR MONDAY, MARCH 22 AT 6:00 AT THE TEGU BUILDING)

Josh asked about the amount of materials Isaac has collected to use to build the mini-pipe.  Josh and Isaac will meet to do an inventory.  Josh will also get a CAD of the mini-pipe in order to determine exactly what is needed for building.  

Discussion about fundraising:  Rita will resubmit the Green Mountain Fund grant paperwork.  Betsy will draft a letter that we might use to ask for donations from businesses and community members.  We will discuss fundraising at our next meeting.
