1. There were no changes to the 10/13/09 minutes. The minutes were approved as is. 

2. Mark Leonard, Morristown Zoning Administrator, responded to Isaac’s inquiry about our current permit for the Oxbow.  The email stated, “The proposed concrete structure (as shown in your attachment), along with any surface material (concrete, asphalt, etc), and any other ramps/pipes, etc. which are normally used in a skatepark, falls within the existing zoning permit; no new permit or modification of the existing permit is required.  Should you plan to erect any kind of permanent structure to enclose or cover the area (shed, pavilion, etc.), you will need to submit a new permit application.”  The proposed structure included a half-pipe and a slab for street skating structures.

3. Isaac and Rita attended the Village Trustees Meeting on October 19.  They presented an update on the skatepark plans and asked for suggestions about any possible land parcels that might be available for a skatepark.  The trustees suggested investigating several parcels including MSI, Creamery building/Morrisville Lumber, People’s Academy, Lakeside/VTRAN, Sewer plant road, and Ken Harvey property.  We have looked into most of these and may revisit some of them as possibilities.  
4. Isaac has some contact information for Randall Latona, the new owner of Green Mountain Arena.  Isaac will ask Helene if she will attempt to contact him.
5. Rita received some feedback about the skater’s group.  It was suggested that Unbound at PA might be an avenue to get this going.  Rita will follow-up with Unbound as well as Josh and/or Justin to see if they might be interested in running it.
The next skatepark meeting was tentatively set for the first week in December.  We will let people know the exact date and time.
